Ride Master Program

To receive a RIDE MASTER rocker, the following items need to be considered:

1.  Decided on a destination.
2. Plan the route and furnish directions and/or maps.  Consider gas, food and restroom stops.  
3. Identify and secure restaurant if necessary.
4. For overnight rides, identify lodging.  Members reserve their own rooms.  (It is helpful to reserve a block of rooms with a “reserve by” date.)
5. Put pertinent information on a flyer to hand out at Chapter meetings.  Be sure to include admission fees, parking fees, hotel rates and phone numbers, etc., if pertinent.  (Chapter does not reimburse copying costs.)
6. Promote the ride at Chapter meetings (more than one if possible).

7. Provide information about the ride for the HOGWASH and the Chapter’s Web site.
Given time constraints and nature of the ride, all the above items may not be completed.  HOWEVER, all route directions should be submitted to the activities officer by no later than 4 weeks (30 days) prior to a ride, or 60 days prior to an event.  Arrangements should be made to insure the ride is safe, comfortable and enjoyable.  Remember, we just want to RIDE AND HAVE FUN.”

PLANNING A RIDE

Complete the Ride Suggestion form and/or submit ride suggestion to the Activities Officer or Director.
Ride Suggestions should be made far enough in advance for (1) advertisement in the HOGWASH, (2) announcements at Chapter meeting(s) as and information for the Chapter’s ride line, and (3) arrangements for Road Captain coverage.
Prepare route, mileage and a map of the route (if possible) with all stops indicated.  (A mapping link, such as Google Maps, is helpful, but not necessary.)
Unless you’re out for a “scenic ride,” plan the most direct route to an event or activity.  Interstate highways offer the following advantages:  all traffic is moving in one direction (you don’t have to worry about people passing oncoming vehicles), no cross-traffic to worry about, and no traffic lights to split up your group.
If your ride is a “scenic ride,” be sure traffic conditions will allow it.  (For example, is there a fair or car show in the area that day to complicate the ride?)

Plan stops to avoid gravel lots and left hand turns.  No one likes gravel, and in a group it’s even less fun.  Right hand turns in and out of stops will help the group stay together.

Plan gas stops with the smaller gas tanks in mind, but assume everyone is arriving with a full gas tank and an empty bladder.  
If you have a large group stopping at a restaurant, call ahead for reservations or at least to let the staff know they can expect a group around a certain time.
